Scaling up microtransit operations from a pilot project to a program introduces new opportunities and challenges for transit
system integration. Gwinnett County, in the Atlanta Metro, has designed a multi-phase microtransit expansion from 2019

through 2024 that reaches new areas geographically, increases integration with ADA complementary paratransit service, and
facilitates more connectivity with fixed route service.
