A Vision of Intelligent Train Control
Tuesday, June 20th at 12:00 pm PDT(online), hosted by IEEE Computer Society Santa Clara Valley
Chapter
The progressive adoption of Artificial Intelligence (AI) and advanced communication technologies within
railway control and automation gave rise to a huge potential in terms of optimization, learning and
adaptation, due to the so-called “self-x” capabilities. However, it has also raised several dependability
concerns due to the lack of measurable trust that is needed for certification purposes. In this talk, a vision
will be provided about future train control that builds upon existing automatic train operation, protection,
and supervision paradigms. The basic concepts for autonomous driving in digital railways will be provided,
and feasibility will be addressed in terms of challenges and opportunities, including explainability,
autonomic computing, and digital twins. Due to the clear architectural distinction, traditional train
protection (ATP) can act as a safety envelope for intelligent operation to optimize energy, comfort, and
capacity, while intelligent protection based on signal recognition and obstacle detection can improve
safety through advanced driving assistance.

Webinar: The New Buy America Requirements and Impact on Transportation
Projects
Wednesday, June 21st at 12:00 pm PDT, hosted by WTS-LA
The Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act, otherwise known as the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law,
included many important funding and policy changes that will impact how we deliver infrastructure in the
United States for decades to come. Not least of these changes was the first major revision to the federal
Buy America program in a generation. Do you understand these requirements and know how they impact
your projects? Our featured speaker is Shant Boyajian, a Partner in the Infrastructure Practice Group at
Nossaman LLP. Shant advises public agencies on a wide range of innovative methods to procure and
deliver the nation’s largest, most complex infrastructure projects. He is also one of the nation’s leading
experts in the policy issues behind infrastructure strategy, having previously served as Senior Counsel to
the U.S. Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.

Webinar: Safety by the Numbers: Measuring the Pedestrian and Bicyclist Experience
at Intersections from Alternatives Analysis Through Final Design 
Thursday, June 22nd at 11:00 am PDT, hosted by ITE Traffic Engineering Council
The 20 Flags Method, found in NCHRP Report 948, is a quantitative analysis for pedestrian and bicyclist
safety at intersections. While operational and safety evaluations of control types existed for vehicles
through the Intersection Control Evaluation process (ICE), no such quantitative method had been widely
promoted for pedestrians and bicycles. The 20 Flags Method moves toward modal equity by creating a
quantitative analysis which can be evaluated alongside vehicular analyses. Further, once the intersection
control type has been selected, the method can be used by the design team to evaluate and identify
safety concerns at each stage of design, providing feedback on issues which need to be addressed.
